
 

NANCY MCAFEE’S SNOW PEOPLE 
PATTERN INFORMATION 

SUPPLIES 

* Fabric:  Poly or Cotton Batting, Fleece 
* Polly Stuffing 
* Scarf Fabric 
* Mittens:  Red Felt 
* Eyes:  your choice 
* Nose:  Orange Pipe Cleaner, 2” folded and twisted 
* Mouth:  Felt or Sequins 
* Buttons or Pom Poms 
* Fabric Glue (I use Fabri-Tac) 
* 16 oz. Clean Can (I have used a small juice can up to a large 

oatmeal box – lots of choices once you get into it!)  
INSTRUCTIONS 
* Cut batting 10” x 12”  (the size varies with the size can you use) 
* Sew quarter-inch seam on 12 inch side 
* Hand gather one end of tube - Turn inside out 
* Fill about 1/3 with poly fiber fill and make head 
* Slip over can, with solid top supporting fiber filled head 
* Put a little glue around bottom of fabric and tuck into inside of bottom of can 
* Mark sides of snowperson where you want arms to go. 
* Arms 
 * Cut 3” x 10” of fabric 
 * Sew seam ¼” on 10” side 
 * Cut arms to desired length (I put small amount of batting in arms) 
 * Hand stitch arms to body (the tops of the arms where stitching is, gets covered with scarf) 
 * Make Mittens out of Felt 
  Girls arms are the same process as above but leave in one piece, slip a small piece of 

scarf fabric to middle of arm for Muff. 
* Cut a strip of fabric 3” wide and length around  the can you are using.  Fold in half 

lengthwise and glue around bottom of can or you can hand stitch it. 
* Hat 
 * Cut strip of fabric 6” by 1-1/2” longer than the strip you cut to go around the can. 
 * Turn under 2” and sew. 
 * Sew ¼” seam up back of hat - 4” side 
 * Turn right side and hand gather raw edge top about ½” from top. 
 * Turn up 1” at bottom of hat. 
 * Glue or tack onto head and glue decoration of your choice on hat. 
* Face 
 * Glue eyes in Place  
 * Glue Mouth in Place 
 * For Nose I make a tiny hole and glue pipe cleaner in place. 
* Glue on buttons or Pom Poms – Glue Snowmans arms where you want them to be and 

decorate them with Christmas Greens and small package
